
Use the calculators and information in the book to calculate publishing income from the following scenarios.

Calculate income from published works

From each of the following scenarios calculate:  

A. Publishers income

B. Composer’s income

C. Total income for publisher and composer for all income combined.

The publishing deal is a term publishing deal with an 80/20 split on most income streams and 12% on print.  The composer has been paid an advance of $5000.00

Assume that dealers margin is 40% and distribution is 20%.

All amounts shown are including GST.

The composer is on a 6 monthly accounting deal and all of the sales occur in the 1st have of the year.

It is a Net Receipts deal.

1) Mechanical royalty income:

· 15000 cd’s sold

· R.R.P. - $32.95

· 12 track CD.  10 of which were written by this writer

· Released by a major record label

2) Sheet Music:

· 500 copies sold

· R.R.P. – $19.95

· Features 10 songs – 2 by this writer

3) Commissioned music:

· Composer is paid $1000 to write a score for a short film that is going to be entered in Tropfest

4) Synchronisation licence:

· The publisher has secured a Sync licence for one of the composer’s songs to be featured in a TV advertisement.  The licence is worth $10,000 for 6 months.

5) Public performance and communication:

· APRA have collected a total of $2123.60 on behalf of the writer.  This amount is not due until the end of the year

6) The publisher was also approached to include some of the composer’s lyrics in a school textbook.  The publisher has negotiated a fee of $800 for this use.

7) One song written by the composer has been included on an “internet only” release featuring music from Tropfest.  Apple iTunes have sold 250 downloads via iTunes at a special price of $1.69 R.R.P. 

8) Tropfest are also releasing a special CD given away free with the purchase of any Tropfest festival seat cushion.  The CD features one of the composer’s songs.  The publisher has negotiated a fee of $0.12 for the publishing rights on a favoured nations basis.  Tropfest are planning to manufacture 10,000 seat cushions – and have included a track by Bob Dylan on the CD.  Bob Dylan’s publisher has negotiated a rate of $0.15 for the publishing rights.

9) The Tropfest song has been a hit in Germany as well as it have been downloaded from iTunes and has been played on radio a lot.  The publisher’s German affiliate has collected a total of $1100.  There is no local tax to be paid and the conversion to Australian dollars is x $1.25.
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
