Right of attribution

Right to not have authorship or attribution falsely applied

Right of integrity


8. How long does copyright last?  70 years after the death of the author/composer


70 years after it was 1st published for sound recording

To sell copyright, but some conditions may apply. To transfer ownership


10. Define the term licensing of copyright. 

To rent or lease copyright – current owner may retain ownership


11. In a licensing contract, what do the following terms mean?





Parties:  The persons, companies or entities making the agreement

Territory:  Geographical boundaries covered by the contract

Rights granted:  What can the grantee do with the rights

Alterations:  Can changes be made to the work?

Warranty:  Promises and guarantees that both parties give to each other.

Exclusive: only that party can use the work in the way the specified in the agreement


Non:  Anyone can still use the work in the same way
